Fairmount Park Women’s+ Softball League – Online Scorekeeper Access 

NOTE: If you previously were a Scorekeeper using LeagueOne, the same password for previous seasons is 

valid. We will assume everyone has forgotten these, and will send them out to all scorekeepers, new and 

existing. Please remind yourself of the rules/system below. 

 

1) Players can submit online scores, but must be setup to do so. Coaches should make the board 

aware of who on their roster needs to be setupo as scorekeepers for online score submission.  

2) If Scorekeepers do not play, there is no cost to them, but they are required to register on our 

LeagueOne program – we will provide a 100% coupon code for them to be able to register for 

free.  

a. ACTION: If you have a non-player scorekeeper, please email 

fairmountparkwsl@gmail.com to request a non-player scorekeeper coupon code – 

provide their name and team they scorekeep for. The scorekeeper may also contact us 

directly. The instructions to register are exactly the same for a scorekeeper, with the 

additional step of the coupon code – see registration step by step guide. 

3) Scorekeepers have to be setup as an admin role in the online registration system LeagueOne – 

those that were named as Scorekeepers will be setup as such, and will receive an email (to the 

email address with which you registered) with a password to login as a Scorekeeper. This 

password is DIFFERENT to the one you chose when registering online 

a. If you do not receive this email, check your Junk Mail folders etc, but otherwise reach 

out to the League Board (fairmountparkwsl@gmail.com) to reissue your password.  

i. Note: Passwords cannot be changed – they are generated by the site, so keep a 

note of them on your phones etc so you have then to hand. If you forget them, 

get in touch!  
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4) The site only permits ONE Scorekeeper to submit a score for a game. It will be the responsibility 

of the HOME team to submit the score for their game (unless agreed with the Away team that 

they will record the score as a favor – we will not be checking whom submits).  

a. Teams should verify with one another that their scorebooks match at the end of a game, 

and agree on the score to submit.  
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5) Scores should be submitted within 24 hours of completion of a game.  

6) Navigate to the schedule as published for the season/year (public site), and select “Scorekeeper 

Login” at the top-right

7) Enter your scorekeeper password, and select ‘OK’:

Once you have entered your password correctly, you will see this screen – in the “Available Schedule” 

drop-down, select the appropriate season/year for which you are adding a score: 

 

 

8) You will only see the games that have a) been completed (no future games) and b) only see 

games for the team you have been assigned to for entering scores. IMPORTANT NOTE: There is a 

delay on games appearing for score entry because the LeagueOne site is on the Pacific timezone 

(PST) therefore games will appear 3 hours later than you expect following real-time completion.  

(If you do not see a game that was completed, check to see if the score has already been entered 

by someone else mistakenly – if the score is correct, there is no need to do anything further. If 

you do not see the game listed at all, please contact the League Board) 
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9) Enter the scores for BOTH teams for your game and select “Save Score”. You will be prompted 

to check what you have entered and select “Save” 

a. If you make a mistake you can select to “Cancel” and go back to change the score. 

 

b. Once saved, Scorekeepers cannot change the score, and the game will disappear from 

the list (you will see the score on the public schedule page) 

c. If you realize you have made an error on the saved score, please contact the League 

Board (fairmountparkwsl@gmail.com) with details of the game, the error and what the 

score needs to be corrected to. 

10) Scores and team standing can be seen by Scorekeepers, players and the general public on the 

same site, so once submitted, revert to the schedule main page:
